As a co-educational, international school for boarding and day students, St. Gilgen 
International School offers a strong foundation for personal development in a caring and 
structured environment.

All students are part of a small Tutor Group, working together with a Mentor Tutor who takes 
responsibility for their overall well-being and is a first point of communication for parents and 
other staff. Boarding students also have the additional support of their Housemaster/mistress 
and a Housekeeper who ensure that their needs are met outside formal school hours, and 
that they are able to maintain the degree of personal privacy necessary for a sense of 
individual identity.  
 
The Learner Profile of the International Baccalaureate Organisation also provides a set of 
core values, which ensure that the academic curriculum maintains a focus on the personal 
development of students. A Core Studies and Assembly programme explores a variety of 
age appropriate topics with strong links to the local and global communities. We run an
