BOARDING RESIDENCES 
 
The Altersheim, for boys in grade 5-7  
 
The Altersheim is a completely refurbished building, situated on the school campus and attached, by a 
first story walk-way, to the library.  Boarders enjoy shared ensuite rooms and there are  small private 
spaces for relaxation and socializing.  The house is equipped with a modern kitchen and small dining 
room. 
 
 
The Bachwirt, for Junior girls in grade 5-8 
 
The Bachwirt is a completely refurbished 3 storey hotel on the edge of the village, but still only minutes 
from the main school campus.  Boarders enjoy large twin rooms, many with balconies.  On the ground 
floor there are several large communal spaces, to include a dining room with fitted kitchen, a 
designated studying area and a social space.  During the summer, the girls can spend time relaxing 
on a private patio or play boules on their own court within the confines of the house grounds. 



 

 

 
 
The Traube, for Senior boys in grade 8-12 
 
The Traube is a large traditional Austrian hotel, with many useful spaces of all shapes and sizes.  
There are two day rooms, one for studying and internet use, and one for games.  The Traube boasts a 
large kitchen and dining room and plenty of storage for all manner of sports equipment.  The south-
facing garden is another excellent area for summer gatherings and BBQ’s.  The Traube is close to the 
centre of the village and within a few minutes walk of the main school campus. 
 
 
The Kendler, for Senior girls in grade 9-12 
 
The Kendler is a large traditional building, with a spacious, modern kitchen and dining area.  Boarders 
enjoy twin ensuite rooms, many with balconies.  The Kendler has its own private garden and patio 
area and several communal spaces for either studying or socializing.  The Kendler is situated only 
minutes from the main campus adjacent to the school sports field.
